In 2010 the feedlot program did its information outreach with articles in SWCD/NRCS newsletters 

and in 2011 there are plans to have a producer meeting covering the county ordinance, zoning 

requirements, and feedlot rules. The Feedlot Office uses opportunities to speak at annual Township 

Association meetings, which is comprised of many cattlemen, to get program information back to 

the local townships.

April, July 2010- feedlot articles were placed in two SWCD/NRCS newsletters covering topics of 

stockpiling of manure, land application of manure and setback requirements, and owner assistance 

information regarding county ordinance and State of MN rules.

In 2010 the county’s first robotic milking system came into operation. Two brothers south of 

Starbuck erected a new hoop barn and installed two robot units to milk the herd. In December an 

article covered a tour done by three local producers to promote modern livestock facilities.

Pope County is now using the services of a Technical Service Provider (TSP) from Stearns County to 

further assist producers with compliance and feedlot improvements.
